EQUIPMENT DONATION:

Chief Garrett has talked to the Chief at Boiling Springs, Greenville County, regarding their donations of equipment to the Polio Fire Department in the Dominican Republic.  He wanted to ask the Commission Board for approval to donate the 1988 pumper to this department.  He has checked on what the truck is actually worth and has found out it will only bring about $7,000 to $8,000.
The Boiling Springs Greenville Fire Dept. has donated items and worked through the Air Force for larger items to be flown in to the Dominican Republic.  They go down on mission trips to help train their firemen.

He stated the Polio Fire Department currently has a pumper truck, but it doesn’t run, they have to push it to fires.  This would help them tremendously.  He would also like to donate 2 sets of Hurst tools that are no good to us and other equipment we no longer use or out dated.
